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Receiving and Reading Your Messages

When a message is received, your pager alerts and
displays a flashing ü symbol.

This feature allows you to set a one-time or a daily
alarm for a particular personal message. You can set
an alarm for up to five personal messages.
To set a one-time message alarm:
➊ PressË.

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Turning the Maildrop Alert On and Off

You can set your pager to alert when a maildrop (also
known as information service) message is received.
➊ PressË.
➋ Press  to move the cursor to Õ.
➌ PressÁ to display the function menu.

alert off (Ì) symbol.
The symbol Õ is displayed if the maildrop alert is on

Other Features

Battery Gauge: The battery gauge indicator is located
on the status screen and keeps you informed of the
battery energy level. The five indicators range from full
to low:  ( (full), ) (3/4), * (1/2), + (1/4),
and , (low).
Key Click: When this feature is enabled, and the
pager is in the audible mode, a “click” is emitted when-
ever a button is pressed. The click is not heard when
the pager is in the silent mode.

Errored Data Indicator: The ú symbol displays when
potentially corrupt data is received. The indicator alter-
nates with the corrupted character.

You can select a time period during which your pager is completely 
silent .Your pager still receives messages but is does not alert. The
pager alerts only if an alarm expires or a priority message is received.

When a sixth
history file is received, the oldest history file is deleted.

Battery Information

Your pager is designed to operate with a single AA-size
alkaline battery (carbon zinc batteries are not recom-
mended). See the diagram on the following page for the
battery door location.
To install or replace the battery, place the pager face
down and proceed as follows:
➊ Unlock the battery door by sliding the door latch

away from the battery door. 
➋ Slide the battery door in the direction of the arrow

(toward the outer edge).
➌ Lift the battery door away from the housing to

remove it. Lift the battery out of the battery compart-
ment, taking note of the positive (+) and negative (-)
markings on the battery and the pager housing.
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To install a new battery, reverse this procedure, taking
note of the positive (+) and negative (-) markings.
CAUTION: Do not insert the battery backwards or the
messages stored or locked in memory will be erased.

Care of Your Pager

To maintain the fine optical quality of the display in the
pager, do not subject it to extreme temperatures and
moisture.

Cleaning Your Pager

To clean smudges and grime from the exterior of the
housing, use a soft, nonabrasive cloth moistened in a mild
soap and water solution. Rinse the surface using a sec-
ond cloth moistened in clean water. Do not immerse the
pager in water. Do not use any other cleaning solu-
tions.
